A. You what He shows you.

Il. God me.

Luke 22:42 — “Father, if You are willing, take this cup from Me; yet not My will, but Yours be done.”

A. leads me away from God’s will.
Matthew 6:9-10 — “This, then, is how you should pray: ‘Our Father in heaven, hallowed be Your name. Your kingdom
come, Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.”

B. is found by letting God lead.
Matthew 10:39 — “Whoever finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for My sake will find it.”
Jeremiah 29:11 — “For | know the plans | have for you,” declares the Lord . . .
lll. God me.

Romans 12:1 “Therefore, | urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, holy and
pleasing to God-this is your spiritual act of worship.”
