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Who Am I? 
 
I am the Salt of the Earth 
Matt. 5:13    "You are the salt of the earth. But if the 
salt loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? 
It is no longer good for anything, except to be thrown 
out and trampled by men.    
 
I am the light of the world 
Matt. 14  "You are the light of the world. A city on a hill 
cannot be hidden.  
 
I am a child of God 
John 1:12   Yet to all who received him, to those who 
believed in his name, he gave the right to become 
children of God--  
 
I am a part of the true vine 
John 15:1,5    "I am the true vine, and my Father is the 
gardener. "I am the vine; you are the branches. If a 
man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much 
fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.  
 
I am Christ’s friend 
John 15:15   I no longer call you servants, because a 
servant does not know his master's business. Instead, I 
have called you friends, for everything that I learned 
from my Father I have made known to you.    
 
I am chosen and appointed by Christ to 
bear His fruit 
John 15:16 You did not choose me, but I chose you and 
appointed you to go and bear fruit --fruit that will last. 
Then the Father will give you whatever you ask in my 
name.  
 
I am a slave of righteousness 
Rom. 6:18   You have been set free from sin and have 
become slaves to righteousness.  
 
I am enslaved to God 
Rom. 6:22   But now that you have been set free from 
sin and have become slaves to God, the benefit you 
reap leads to holiness, and the result is eternal life.  
 
I am a son of God (spiritual dad) 
Rom. 8:14   because those who are led by the Spirit of 
God are sons of God.   15 For you did not receive a 
spirit that makes you a slave again to fear, but you 
received the Spirit of sonship. And by him we cry, 
"Abba, Father."  
 
Gal. 3:26   You are all sons of God through faith in 
Christ Jesus,  
 
Gal. 4:6   Because you are sons, God sent the Spirit of 
his Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, "Abba, 
Father."  
 
I am a joint heir with Christ 
Rom. 8:17   Now if we are children, then we are heirs --
heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ, if indeed we 
share in his sufferings in order that we may also share 
in his glory. 
 
I am a temple of God; He is in me 
1Cor. 3:16   Don't you know that you yourselves are 
God's temple and that God's Spirit lives in you?  
 
1Cor. 6:19   Do you not know that your body is a 
temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you 
have received from God? You are not your own;  
 
I am united & one with the Lord 
1Cor. 6:17   But he who unites himself with the Lord is 
one with him in spirit.  
 
I am a member of Christ’s body 
1Cor. 12:27   Now you are the body of Christ, and each 
one of you is a part of it.  
Eph. 5:30   for we are members of his body.  
 
I am a new creation 
2Cor. 5:17   Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a 
new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!    
 
 

I am reconciled to God/Minister 
2Cor. 18 All this is from God, who reconciled us to 
himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of 
reconciliation:   19 that God was reconciling the world 
to himself in Christ, not counting men's sins against 
them. And he has committed to us the message of 
reconciliation.  
 
I am a son of God/one in Christ 
Gal. 3:26,28    You are all sons of God through faith in 
Christ Jesus,...There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor 
free, male nor female, for you are all one in Christ 
Jesus.  
 
I am an heir of God (a son) 
Gal. 4:6   Because you are sons, God sent the Spirit of 
his Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, "Abba, 
Father."   7 So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and 
since you are a son, God has made you also an heir.  
 
I am a saint 
Eph. 1:1   Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of 
God, To the saints in Ephesus, the faithful in Christ 
Jesus:  
 
1Cor. 1:2   To the church of God in Corinth, to those 
sanctified in Christ Jesus and called to be holy, 
together with all those everywhere who call on the 
name of our Lord Jesus Christ --their Lord and ours:  
 
Phil. 1:1   Paul and Timothy, servants of Christ Jesus, To 
all the saints in Christ Jesus at Philippi, together with 
the overseers and deacons:  
 
Col. 1:2   To the holy and faithful brothers in Christ at 
Colosse: Grace and peace to you from God our Father.  
 
I am God’s workmanship 
Eph. 2:10   For we are God's workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in 
advance for us to do.  
 
I am fellow citizen/member 
Eph. 2:19   Consequently, you are no longer foreigners 
and aliens, but fellow citizens with God's people and 
members of God's household,  
 
I am a prisoner of Christ 
Eph. 3:1   For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ 
Jesus for the sake of you Gentiles--  
 
Eph. 4:1   As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to 
live a life worthy of the calling you have received.  
 
I am righteous and holy 
Eph. 4:24   and to put on the new self, created to be 
like God in true righteousness and holiness.  
 
I am a citizen of heaven 
Phil. 3:20   But our citizenship is in heaven. And we 
eagerly await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus 
Christ,  
 
I am seated in heaven right now 
Eph. 2:6   And God raised us up with Christ and seated 
us with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus,  
 
I am hidden with Christ 
Col. 3:3   For you died, and your life is now hidden with 
Christ in God.    
 
I am an expression of Christ 
Col 3:4 When Christ, who is your life, appears, then 
you also will appear with him in glory.  
 
I am Chosen by God; holy & dearly loved 
Col. 3:12   Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and 
dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, 
kindness, humility, gentleness and patience.  
 
1Ths. 1:4   For we know, brothers loved by God, that 
he has chosen you,  
 
I am a son of light 
1Ths. 5:5   You are all sons of the light and sons of the 
day. We do not belong to the night or to the darkness.  
 
 
 

I am a partaker of God’s calling 
Hebr. 3:1   Therefore, holy brothers, who share in the 
heavenly calling, fix your thoughts on Jesus, the 
apostle and high priest whom we confess.  
 
I am a partaker of Christ 
Hebr. 3:14   We have come to share in Christ if we hold 
firmly till the end the confidence we had at first.  
 
I am a living stone/acceptable 
1Pet. 2:5   you also, like living stones, are being built 
into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering 
spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus 
Christ.  
 
I am a member of God’s chosen race; a 
holy nation 
1Pet. 2:9   But you are a chosen people, a royal 
priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, 
that you may declare the praises of him who called you 
out of darkness into his wonderful light.   10 Once you 
were not a people, but now you are the people of God; 
once you had not received mercy, but now you have 
received mercy.    
 
I am an alien & stranger to world 
1Pet. 2:11 Dear friends, I urge you, as aliens and 
strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful desires, 
which war against your soul.  
 
I am an enemy of the devil 
1Pet. 5:8   Be self-controlled and alert. Your enemy the 
devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for 
someone to devour.  
 
I am a child of God/resemble Him 
1John 3:1   How great is the love the Father has 
lavished on us, that we should be called children of 
God! And that is what we are! The reason the world 
does not know us is that it did not know him.   2 Dear 
friends, now we are children of God, and what we will 
be has not yet been made known. But we know that 
when he appears, we shall be like him, for we shall see 
him as he is.  
 
I am born of God/untouchable 
1John 5:18   We know that anyone born of God does 
not continue to sin; the one who was born of God 
keeps him safe, and the evil one cannot harm him.  
 
I am NOT the great “I am” 
Exod. 3:14   God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM. This 
is what you are to say to the Israelites: `I AM has sent 
me to you.'"  
 
John 8:24   I told you that you would die in your sins; if 
you do not believe that I am [the one I claim to be], 
you will indeed die in your sins."  
 
John 8:28   So Jesus said, "When you have lifted up the 
Son of Man, then you will know that I am [the one I 
claim to be] and that I do nothing on my own but 
speak just what the Father has taught me.  
 
John 8:58    "I tell you the truth," Jesus answered, 
"before Abraham was born, I am!"  
 
I am “what I am” 
1Cor. 15:10   But by the grace of God I am what I am, 
and his grace to me was not without effect. No, I 
worked harder than all of them --yet not I, but the 
grace of God that was with me.   
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
